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This directory is for use by citizens who need information on agencies and 
organizations with legal authority over or a substantial interest in the 
environment of Alabama's coastal counties.  It is not intended to be a complete 
reference for all possible issues.   
 
It is divided into six sections.  Section I is a matrix that lists the public agency 
or agencies responsible for approving activities, or which have information on 
activities ranging from construction in navigable waters to the disposal of 
septic tank effluent.  The matrix is organized into eight general categories 
under which specifics are listed.  Section II contains the names and addresses 
of the public agencies referenced in the matrix.  These are the governmental 
departments with environmental concerns at the county, state and federal 
levels. 
 
Sections III, IV and V summarize the programs and responsibilities of the 
agencies listed in Section II, starting with county departments and moving to 
state and federal.  These summaries also furnish you, the reader, with the title 
and telephone number of a person whom you can call with your question or 
request for information.  Section VI shows important environmental contact 
numbers in the many cities of Baldwin and Mobile counties. 
 
Readers will find this a useful guide whether they are recent arrivals anxious to 
preserve and protect the natural beauty that brought them here, or long time 
residents.  Environmental professionals with a need to quickly find the agency 
with jurisdiction over issues of concern will find this to be a useful tool as 
well.

The District Attorney's (DA) office represents the State of Alabama in the 
enforcement of all laws, criminal or civil, within the Judicial Circuit of 
Baldwin County.  The office investigates and prosecutes activities 
adversely impacting the environment where there is criminal malfeasance 
(illegal dumping, for instance) or where an activity constitutes a 
significant risk to public health or a taking of a public property interest. 

 

JURISDICTION 
State statutes provide for the protection of the environment across all 
media, air, land, and water. Each of these statutes contain criminal 
violation provisions over which the DA has primary enforcement 
authority. In addition, the DA may bring a civil action in circuit court to 
enjoin any activity that violates the state environmental protection statutes, 
including the Alabama Air Pollution Control Act; the Alabama Solid 
Wastes Disposal Act;  the Alabama Hazardous Wastes Management and 
Minimization Act; the Alabama Water Pollution Control Act; the Alabama 
Antiquities Act; criminal littering; game, fish, and wildlife laws; and 
marine resources laws. Additionally, the DA may bring civil actions to 
enjoin activities adversely impacting the environment under common law 
theories such as public nuisance and the Public Trust Doctrine.

Its responsibilities include issuing 
septic system permits based upon sound engineering practice; inspecting 
and permitting food service and food processing establishments; and 
handling complaints or other instances of health nuisances and other public 
health matters.

Before a building permit can be issued by the appropriate jurisdiction, the 
County Health Department must be contacted if a septic system is to be 
installed. 
The Department inspects school food facilities monthly and other food and 
lodging establishments from two to four times annually.

The department provides other services as identified below: 
1. Receives and responds to complaints of public health nuisances. 
2. Issues permits for vehicles that haul septic tank wastes or garbage. 
3. Regulates tire dumps. 
4. Investigates animal exposures as reported by a licensed physician 
and enforces compliance in accordance with rabies laws. 

5. Takes monthly samples of fluoridated water systems. 
6. Issues certificate of exception to individual households to haul their 
own garbage to the landfill. 

7. Inspects and permits body art facilities

The Baldwin County Soil & Water Conservation District is an independent 
subdivision of the State of Alabama.  Each district is governed by a board of 
five unpaid supervisors, who are appointed by the State Soil and Water 
Conservation Committee based on recommendations of local people.  A 
conservation district is a local government at work with specific 
responsibilities of managing soil and water resources.  It is the responsibility of 
the district’s board of supervisors to develop plans to meet local needs.  The 
plans are carried out by local people and state and federal agencies working 
together.    
 
Districts work in a cooperative approach, using many sources for technical 
knowledge, financial resources and broad-based educational programs for 
natural resource conservation and management.  District activities fall into 
three general categories: 

Cooperation in implementing federal resource programs; 
Cooperation in implementing state and local government resource 

programs; and 
Carrying out independent resource management programs. 

 
The Soil & Water Conservation District’s secures certain types of assistance 
from federal or state agencies by a written agreement.  An example of such an 
agreement is the memorandum of understanding under which the staff of the 
USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) works with 
cooperators.  The federal agency furnishes technical assistance in carrying the 
district’s program to the landowners.  This assistance is available only through 
the district and only where the memorandum of understanding has been signed.  
Other examples of assistance are through administering grants from various 
government agencies for soil and water conservation programs throughout 
Baldwin County.

The Solid Waste Department operates three separate waste disposal 
facilities throughout Baldwin County.  Each location is routinely inspected 
by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, the Alabama 
Department of Environmental Management, and the Alabama Department 
of Public Health to assure continual compliance with all regulations. 
Monitoring of the aquifer, surface waters, and air emissions is an ongoing 
process to insure the protection of groundwater and surrounding areas from 
contamination.  
 

The Magnolia Landfill is permitted as a Subtitle “D” landfill, which accepts 
all household garbage throughout the County. A limited recycling facility, 
composting operation, and bio-solids treatment operation is located at 
Magnolia Landfill. The Solid Waste Department also has recycling bins that 
are available for placement at schools and other public facilities. The 
Department also provides roll-off containers periodically in support of 
community cleanup efforts throughout the County.  
 

The Bay Minette Transfer Station (42901 Nicholsville Road) collects 
household garbage and trash from North Baldwin County for transport to 
the Magnolia facility.  
 

The MacBride facility (14200 County Road 64) located in Loxley accepts 
only construction and demolition material, as well as land clearing debris.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The National Estuary Program (NEP) was established by the Clean Water 
Act of 1987. NEPs are tasked to develop a Comprehensive Conservation 
and Management Plan (CCMP) for estuaries of national significance that 
are threatened by pollution, development, or overuse. Mobile Bay ranks 
high as one of our nation’s significant estuaries. In March 1995,  Mobile 
Bay was designated a National Estuary.  The boundaries of the MBNEP 
include the northern limits of Mobile and Baldwin Counties, south to the 
three mile limit in the Gulf of Mexico, east almost to Florida and west 
almost to Mississippi.  
 

Mobile Bay National Estuary Program (MBNEP) has identified goals, 
objectives, and action plans aimed at rehabilitating and maintaining the 
Mobile Bay Estuary. The goals are broad with long-term aims for the 
estuary. The objectives are more specific with shorter-term targets designed 
to attain those goals. Action Plans are fundamental components of the 
CCMP.  
 

The goals of the MBNEP are:  
• To maintain and promote wise stewardship of the water quality 

characteristics of the Mobile Bay Estuarine System. 

• To maintain and promote wise stewardship of the living resources 

base of the Mobile Bay Estuarine System. 

 

Funding is provided through an Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 
grant which provides 50 percent of the program’s funding. The remaining 
50 percent funding is provided through state and/or local match.

It is also a forum for open discussion, cooperation, 
and consensus on area environmental issues. MBNEP Management 
Conference consists of three main committees: Policy, Management, 
and Community Advisory. Within the Community Advisory Committee 
(CAC) there are issue workgroups that cover water quality, habitat 
management, living resources, human uses, data and information 
management as well as public education and outreach. In these settings, 
technical and scientific experts join with local citizens to work on 
CCMP action items. The Management Conference is supported by the 
program office staff. The members of the Policy and Management 
Committees are appointed. Membership in the CAC is open to all 
citizens of our community.

•Attain and/or maintain water quality sufficient to support healthy 
aquatic communities and designated human uses.

•Provide optimum fish and wildlife habitat in the Mobile Bay system 
by effectively preserving, restoring, and managing resources to 
maintain adequate extent, diversity, distribution, connectivity, and 
natural functions of all habitat types. 

 

Living Resources 
•Maintain native populations within historical ranges and restore 
populations that have decline. 

 

Human Uses 
•Provide consistent, enforceable, regional land and water use 
management that ensures smart growth for sustainable development 
and decreases the negative impacts of growth-related activities on 
human health, public access, and quality of life. 

 

Education and Public Involvement 
•Increase local and state government understanding and participation 



in natural resource conservation practices. 
•Increase public awareness and stewardship of the natural resources 
of the Mobile Bay NEP area. 

 

 
These high goals cannot be achieved without the full support local 
officials, commercial and industrial interests, and citizens. The MBNEP 
plans to approach these issues at the ecosystem level, addressing habitats 
as a whole, and continuing to bring the community to the table to build 
consensus among management alternatives.  
 

Although the CCMP may contain recommendations to change regulations 
or adopt new ones, the Mobile Bay National Estuary Program is not a 
regulatory or enforcement body. However, the Program Office may serve 
as an umbrella resource, matching citizen concerns with appropriate 
organizations and/or agencies.

The Marine Resources Division manages marine resources, including the 
commercial and recreational fisheries and is responsible for assessment and 
monitoring of current fishing stocks, the raising of stock for release to 
coastal waters, conducting research, and educational outreach. 
This division is composed of administrative, enforcement and fisheries 
sections and is charged with protection, management and enhancement of 
the state’s marine resources. It enforces all laws and regulations pertaining 
to the protection, propagation, preservation or conservation of seafood 
including oysters, saltwater fish, shrimp or other seafood being caught, 
taken or transported within  territorial jurisdiction of the State of Alabama. 
The division is very active in charting and developing off-shore fishing 
reefs. 
 
The Marine Resource Division has no direct environmental permitting 
capability. It does render opinions in the permitting process for the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers. The opinions affect only marine resources.

The State Lands Division 
is also responsible for the planning and implementation of the state Coastal 
Area Management Program. Further, the State Lands Division provides 
opportunities for natural resource education through several facilities 
located around the state. All State Lands Division responsibilities are 
implemented through various Sections within the State Lands Division.

Area Management Program. This program is a joint effort between 
ADCNR and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 
(NOAA). ADCNR is the lead agency for the program with responsibility  
for fiscal and grants management;  planning, technical and financial 
assistance to local governments; and public education and information. 
The permitting, regulatory and enforcement functions of the program are 
conducted by the Alabama Department of Environmental Management. 
The purpose of the program is to reduce conflicts arising between 
environmental and economic interests and provide a balance between 
economic development and natural resource protection. 

 
     Weeks Bay National Estuarine Research Reserve (928.9792) 
The Weeks Bay National Estuarine Research Reserve (NERR) is part of 
the National Estuarine Research Reserve System and is one of 25 of the 
nation’s reserves. The purpose of the reserve is to protect and study over 
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6,000 acres of land and water in and around Weeks Bay. This is 
accomplished by conducting a variety of research projects and 
communicating the results to the community through educational 
activities that include printed materials,  workshops, self-guided walks, 
video conferencing and classes. Educational activities are offered to the 
general public and to students and teachers from kindergarten through 
college.  

 
Natural Heritage Section ................................................... 334.242.3484 
The Natural Heritage Section is responsible for developing and 
maintaining a current inventory of floral and faunal records for all areas 
of the state, conducting life history studies of Alabama’s flora and fauna 
to gain information on their distribution, abundance and management, 
and conducting public outreach programs throughout the state. The 
Natural Heritage Section also conducts preliminary site assessments and 
surveys for floral and faunal composition of tracts being considered for 
acquisition by the Forever Wild Program and follows up with the 
development and implementation of management plans for acquired 
tracts. To carry out these objectives, the Natural Heritage staff interacts 
with other government agencies and the faculty and staff of state and 
private universities. 

 
State Parks Division ................................................................... 948.7275 
The State Parks Division administers all state parks, convention centers, 
motels and lodges. The Gulf State Park manages 6,150 acres that include 
2.5 miles of beach; several nature trails; a nature center;  lodge, camping, 
picnic and convention facilities; a golf course; and a fishing pier. 
 
Wildlife and Freshwater Fisheries Division ............................ 626.5153 
The Wildlife and Freshwater Fisheries Division is composed of the 
Administrative, Enforcement, Fisheries, and Wildlife Section and is 
charged with the protection, management, and enhancement of the State’s 
freshwater fish and wildlife resources. These responsibilities are met by 
coordinated, scientifically sound enforcement, management, research and 
development programs designed to insure the protection of freshwater fish 
and wildlife populations and habitats. 
The Wildlife and Freshwater Fisheries Division has no direct enforcement/
permitting capability. It does, however, render opinions on the National 
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (water treatment) permits issued 
by the Alabama Department of Environmental Management, the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers, and the Alabama Department of Transportation. The 
opinions affect only aquatic resources. 
The division also monitors fish and wildlife in Alabama’s freshwater 
waterways and stormwater runoff, process wastewater, onsite sewage 
systems, dirt pits and quarries, and landfills if they might affect watershed 
or groundwater.

The 
Discovery Hall Program at the Sea Lab is the chief supplier of educational 
programs for K-12 students and their teachers.  Curricular materials and a 
variety of workshop formats are available to support community needs. 
 
THE ESTUARIUM AT THE DAUPHIN ISLAND SEA LAB 
This educational facility features the unique ecosystems of the Mobile Bay 
estuary system: the Delta, Mobile Bay, the Barrier Islands, and the 
adjacent Gulf of Mexico.  The 10,000 square foot exhibit hall, which 
features visual displays, aquariums and interactive exhibits, is 
complemented by the Living Marsh and Barrier Island Boardwalk Exhibit, 
which has interpretive signage providing details about the natural history 
of Alabama marshes, geography of the area, and the ecology of barrier 
islands.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION    
The Alabama Department of Environmental Management (ADEM) 
develops and administers state regulations based on federal environmental 
regulation implemented by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA), including, among others, the Clean Air Act, Clean Water Act, Safe 
Drinking Water Act and federal solid and hazardous waste laws.  The 
Department receives, evaluates and makes decisions on environmental 
permits and takes enforcement actions in instances of non-compliance.   
 
 ADEM is under the authority of a Director, appointed by the 
Environmental Management Commission, and a Deputy Director and is 
divided into eight offices and divisions each having a particular area of 
responsibility.  ADEM also, through its Field Operations Division, 
maintains Branch Offices in Mobile, Birmingham and Decatur. 

 
ACTIVITIES THAT REQUIRE A PERMIT OR NOTIFICATION 

1. Construction operation or modification of an air emission source. 
2. Wastewater discharge from a single source – National Pollutant 
Discharge Elimination System (NPDES). 

3. Discharge of industrial wastes into publicly owned treatment facilities.

4. Activities subject to the Alabama Coastal Area Management Program, 
including: 

a.  Certification of any state or federal permit application within the 

coastal area boundary; 

b. Permits for construction along the Gulf beaches and dunes; 

c. Permits for any new commercial or residential development within 

the coastal area which is greater than 5 acres in size and either 

contains wetlands, is located adjacent to coastal waters, or is 

located along the Gulf beaches and dunes; and 

d. Permits for any new groundwater wells which will have a greater 

than 50 gallon per minute capacity and have a 50 year capture 

zone extending into the coastal area. 

5. Solid waste disposal. 
6. Construction or modification of a public water supply system. 
7. Transportation, treatment, storage and/or disposal of hazardous waste. 
8. Underground injection, installation or removal of underground storage 
tanks. 

9. Stormwater discharges from certain mining, construction, and industrial 
sites. 

 
PERMIT PROCEDURE 
1. Contact Permits and Services Division to obtain the proper application for 

the proposed activity, then submit the completed application to ADEM. 
2. ADEM reviews the permit application and coordinates with you regarding 

necessary modifications to the proposed activity. 
3. ADEM issues a public notice regarding the proposed activity. 
4. Any comments received following the public notice are evaluated against 

applicable laws and regulations prior to making a final decision relative to 
permit issuance or denial. 

 
COASTAL CONSISTENCY PROCEDURE 
All state or federal permit applications for activities in the coastal area are 
reviewed by ADEM for consistency with the state’s coastal regulations.  
Additionally, several activities which do not require another state or federal 
permit are subject to the permitting procedures of the coastal management 
program. 
 
401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION 
In addition to coastal consistency, all requests for federal permits involving 
state waters require ADEM to issue a 401 water quality certification showing 
the proposed activity will not violate state water quality standards.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 

The Alabama Forestry Commission promotes conservation of timber and other 
forest resources of the state.  Its programs include forest fire control; assistance 
in rural community fire protection; provision of tree seedlings, forest 
management advice and other assistance to landowners; forest insect and 
disease control; support for urban forestry; and other work related to forestry. 
 
BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES (BMPs) FOR FORESTRY 
The Commission collaborates with the Alabama Department of Environmental 
Management and the U.S. EPA in publishing and promoting BMP's for 
forestry.  The most recent version of these BMPs was published in January 
1993, as "Alabama Best Management Practices for Forestry."  These largely 
are non-regulatory guidelines for protecting water quality.  However, forestry 
BMPs related to roads and stream crossings within wetlands and other waters 
of the U.S. are promulgated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and are 
mandatory. 
 
The Commission works with the forest industry, the Alabama Cooperative 
Extension Service and other groups to promote adoption of the forestry BMPs.  
Educational films, literature and training classes are available on this subject. 
  
The Commission inspects some logging operations, on a sample basis, to 
evaluate compliance with BMPs and environmental regulations.  Upon request 
from agencies or citizens, the commission will inspect specific forestry 
operations.  If it discovers violations, it may seek voluntary correction or may 
refer cases to ADEM for enforcement. 
 
PERMITS FOR CONTROLLED BURNS 
The Commission regulates the controlled burning of agricultural and forest 
lands by issuing permits for such activities.  Burning permits are required when 
clearing property greater than 1/4 acre or for burning any areas that are within 
25 feet of another fuel source.  The permits require plans and procedures to 
keep fires under control and to avoid problems with smoke drift.  The

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Commission may impose fines and criminal penalties for unsafe burning 
practices. 
 
ASSISTANCE TO LANDOWNERS 
The County Supervisor, upon request, visits landowners to advise on all 
aspects of forest management.  He may refer a landowner to a private forestry 
consultant if the landowner needs substantial help. 
 
County supervisors can advise landowners on various federal and state cost-
sharing programs for reforestation and other forestry work.  State tree nurseries 
supply seedlings at low cost to landowners. 
 
URBAN FORESTRY 
The Commission aids municipalities in planning and managing urban forestry 
programs. 
 
OZONE SEASON 
Burning during Ozone Season (May 1-September 30) is prohibited in Mobile 
and Baldwin Counties.  Agricultural and Forestry operations may request a  
special burn permit from ADEM to burn during this period.

The results of 
GSA investigations are published as technical and nontechnical reports and 
many are summarized on the GSA web site (www.gsa.state.al.us). The GSA 
maintains a comprehensive geological library, as well as extensive archives of 
geological data, all of which are open to the public. 
 
The Geological Survey of Alabama is organized in to three organizational 
programs: Energy Investigations, Geologic Investigations, and Water 
Investigations. 
 
Energy Investigations Program. This division is responsible for increasing the 
knowledge of the distribution quantity and quality of the state’s energy 
resources and the processes affecting these resources by performing field and 
laboratory investigations; maintaining adequate database for use in making 
decisions for the safe and prudent development of the state’s energy resources; 
and disseminating the knowledge and basic data through the preparation and 
publication of reports. This program includes the Coal Systems & Technology 
Section and the Petroleum Systems & Technology Section. 
 
Geologic Investigations Program. This division is responsible for increasing

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the knowledge of the basic geology of the state, including geologic mapping, 
geologic hazards, coastal geology, and the processes affecting these systems by 
performing field and laboratory investigations; maintaining adequate 
databases; and preparing maps and reports for the safe and prudent use of the 
state’s natural resources. This program includes the Coastal Resources Section, 
the Geologic Mapping & Hazards Section, and the Resources Information 
Section. The Coastal Resources Section conducts geological research relating 
to the geological processes of sedimentation and erosion and on the nature and 
distribution of natural resources such as offshore and deposits. 
 
Water Investigations Program. This division is responsible for increasing the 
knowledge of the distribution, quantity, and quality of the state’s water 
resources and processes affecting these resources by performing field and 
laboratory investigations; maintaining adequate databases; and preparing maps 
and reports for the use in making decisions for the safe and prudent 
development of the state’s water resources. It is also responsible for increasing 
the knowledge of the aquatic biological systems of the state and processes 
affecting these systems by performing field and laboratory investigations; 
maintaining adequate databases; and preparing maps and reports for the safe 
and prudent use of the state’s natural resources. This program includes the 
Biological Systems Section, the Hydrogeology Section, the Geochemical 
Laboratory Section, and the Water Information Section. The Hydrogeology 
Section maintains the state’s public archive of the water well records and 
conducts research on the quantity, quality, and other characteristics of ground– 
and surface-water resources. 
 
Other Services. The Geological Survey is responsible for providing reports on 
the progress of surveys and investigations of the mineral, energy, water, 
biological, and other natural resources of the state and its geology. The 
Resources Information Section fulfills this responsibility by publishing and 
distributing results of the studies conducted by the investigative divisions of 
the Survey.

The Alabama Historical Commission is the State Historic Preservation 
(SHPO) Office in Alabama and is directed with preserving and protecting 
significant cultural resources.  Under Section 106 of the National 
Preservation Act of 1966, Federal agencies are required to consult with the 
SHPO to determine if their actions will impact any cultural resources listed 
on or eligible for the National Register of Historic Places.  Federal actions 
include those activities conducted by the agency itself or activities the 
federal agency permits, funds, or backs.  The SHPO works with the Federal 
agency or the State agency charged with this responsibility to avoid or 
mitigate adverse impacts to significant cultural resources.  The Alabama 
Historical Commission also reviews State activities involving historic 
cemeteries or human remain sites.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The Oil and Gas Board of the State of Alabama does not issue 
environmental permits. However, the Board's powers and duties include the 
prevention of pollution of fresh-water supplies by oil, gas, and salt-water. 
The Board has promulgated rules and regulations governing the 
conservation of oil and gas in Alabama.  The Board is empowered to 
prevent blow-outs, caving, and seepage that may occur in oil and gas 
operations, and to regulate enhanced recovery methods such as injection 
wells. 
 
GENERAL COORDINATION 

The Board's jurisdiction is generally limited to the on-site activities of each 
oil and gas operation.  If there is any incident which may result in 
contamination of ground or surface waters, the staff of the ADEM is 
contacted and that agency takes the lead in any enforcement actions. 
With respect to oil pipelines, the Oil and Gas Board has jurisdiction over oil 
and gas gathering lines. However, once the product is treated and ready for 
sale, its jurisdiction ends and the pipeline falls under the jurisdiction of the 
Public Service Commission or the U.S. Department of Transportation. 
 
ACTIVITIES THAT REQUIRE A PERMIT 

1. Drilling of oil and gas exploration and production wells or reentry of 
plugged and abandoned wells. (Permit Fee: $300.00) 

2. Saltwater disposal wells and enhanced recovery wells under Class II 
Underground Injection Control Program 

 
PERMIT PROCEDURE 

1. Complete and submit the proper application forms available at the 
Board’s office. These forms consist of the application, affidavit of 
ownership or control, surety bond for an individual well or blanket bond 
for all wells and an organization report.  In addition, you must submit a 
certified plat along with the permit fee.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The Alabama Department of Public Health provides a broad range of 
services and permit functions.  They issue permits for on-site sewage 
activities, solid waste activities, and commercial seafood activities.  Their 
offices interact with the Alabama Department of Environmental 
Management, local governing bodies, agencies and offices such as district 
attorneys, sheriffs' departments, transportation and sanitation departments. 
 
PROGRAMS 

The on-site sewage program involves local health officers who inspect the 
installation of new on-site sewage systems and the repair of current 
systems; inspect septic tank pumpers; inspect septic tank manufacturers and 
their tanks, review subdivision plans which require on-site sewage systems 
and approve the use of pit privies, portable toilets, and holding tanks. 
 

The solid waste program involves local health officers who review 
applications for Certificates of Exception, inspect solid waste collectors and 
transporters, inspect land farming sites, inspect tire storage sites, enforce 
local mandatory collection programs, and investigate illegal solid waste 
dumps. 
 

The seafood program is administered by state health officials. The four 
main functions of the program are: classifications and sampling of Alabama 
shellfish-growing waters; shellfish processing plant permit, inspection, and 
sampling; blue crab processing plant permit, inspection, and sampling; and 
seafood processing plant permit, inspection, and sampling.  
 

The food protection program involves local health department officials who 
review plans for new food establishments, issue annual permits for food 
establishments, to operate and inspect the establishments for sanitation 
items.   
 

The milk sanitation program involves state health officials who issue 
annual permits for, and inspect, dairy farms and milk pasteurization plants.  
Program personnel also collect samples of raw milk, pasteurized milk and 
milk at retail establishments for laboratory analysis.

The Alabama State Port Authority, being a water dependent facility and 
industry, has several environmental objectives.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The Army Corps of Engineers' responsibilities include, but are not limited 
to, the placement of structures within, or the alteration of flow within 
"navigable waters of the United States." Responsibilities also include the 
discharge of dredged or fill material into all "waters of the United States."  
It also issues permits for the transportation of dredged material for the 
purpose of dumping it into ocean waters.   
 
ACTIVITIES THAT REQUIRE A PERMIT 

1. Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act requires a permit for any work 
performed in or affecting "navigable waters of the United States."  (For 
example, piers, docks, bulkheads, riprap, artificial reefs, or pipelines.)  
Also covered under Section 10 is the performance of work in tidal water 
bodies. 

2. Section 404 of the Clean Water Act requires that a permit be obtained 
for placing dredged or fill material in all "waters of the United States," 
including wetlands. Examples of activities requiring permits include 
placement of fill material, most road construction, mechanized land 
clearing, landscaping, and certain pile-supported structures. 

 
TYPES OF PERMITS 

There are four basic types of authorizations used in the Corps permitting 
program: 
1.  Nationwide Permits.  Nationwide permits are designed to regulate 
activities of a small scope which have minimal impacts.  These 
permits can be issued with little, or in some cases, no paperwork. 

2. General Permits.  General Permits are used to authorize minor 
activities that will have only a minimal adverse cumulative effect on 
the environment.  A written application must be submitted to obtain 
authorization under a general permit.   

3.  Letters of Permission.  Letters of permission (LOP) are normally 
used for activities on navigable waters in which objections are 
unlikely, but the activity does not qualify for a general permit. 

4.  Standard Individual Permits.  Standard Individual Permits are used 
for any activity which does not qualify for one of the above 
authorizations, is controversial in nature, or is expected to cause 
more than a minimal environmental impact.

PERMIT PROCEDURE 

1.   Submit a joint application to the Corps of Engineers, Alabama State 
Docks Department and Alabama Department of Environmental 
Management.  A copy of the application and specific guidelines for 
completing the form are available from the Corps of Engineers or 
Alabama Department of Environmental Management. 

2.   If no permit is required or the activity is already authorized under the 
Corps' Nationwide Permit Program, you will be notified by return 
mail.  Compliance with Best Management Practices is necessary if 
work is authorized by a nationwide permit. 

3.   If the activity qualifies for a General Permit, the Corps will prepare a 
minimum of documentation, and you usually will receive a permit 
within two weeks.  Compliance with permit conditions is mandatory. 

4.   Other projects require from 30-90 days or more to process: 
a.   A public notice and full documentation are usually required. 
b.   Comments are received from numerous agencies, groups and 
individuals. 

c.   The Corps assesses the social, economic, environmental and 
other effects of the proposed project and follows all applicable 
laws and regulations of the State and the U.S. 

d.   Provided all considerations in Steps 4 a-c are satisfied, the Corps 
issues a permit if it finds that the proposed activity is in the public 
interest.

1.   ADEM must issue coastal consistency and water quality certification 
for COE permits. 

2.   Procedures are mostly internal between ADEM and COE.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The U.S. Coast Guard Sector Mobile in Mobile, Alabama is responsible for 
environmental protection of all U.S. navigable and tributary waters along 
the coastal area from the Louisiana/Mississippi state line to the East side of 
Apalachicola Bay, FL.  Within this area, the commanding officer carries the 
title "Federal On Scene Coordinator" (FOSC), which entails the following 
responsibilities: 

• Collecting all facts about a discharge/release such as an oil spill or 
ocean dumping; 

• Identifying potential impacts; 
• Notifying cognizant federal, state and local agencies; 
• Ensuring the safety and health of incident workers;  
• The initiation, coordination and direction of the mitigation, cleanup, 

disposal, documentation, cost recovery and investigation of the 
discharge/release. 

 
If the FOSC determines that the responsible party is not taking adequate 
actions to clean or prevent further oil pollution, the office can direct 
resources from the responsible party, contractors and government agencies 
using funds from the Oil Spill Liability Trust Fund (OSLTF) created by the 
Oil Pollution Act of 1990.  The federal government will take legal action 
against the responsible party to recover up to three times the cost of the 
cleanup, plus any applicable penalties. 
 
The Coast Guard's authority over environmental issues comes from the 
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, 
Federal Water Pollution Control Act of 1972, and the International 
Convention for the Prevention of Pollution From Ships 1973.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is concerned with water 
and air pollution, waste disposal, pesticides, and other environmental 
problems.  It deals with these issues through research, establishing and 
enforcing environmental standards, and assisting other federal agencies and 
state and local agencies.  Most EPA programs in Alabama, with the notable 
exception of wetlands regulation,  have been delegated to the Alabama 
Department of Environmental Management (ADEM).  However the federal 
agency reserves authority in the event that state agencies fail to administer 
or enforce their programs in accordance with federal law.  EPA also offers 
technical assistance for businesses and regulators alike. 
 
WATER QUALITY PROGRAMS 

The principal authority for EPA water quality programs is the Clean Water 
Act (Public Law 92-500).  The following sections of that act are of 
particular interest: 

Section 208  mandates state programs for area-wide management of 

waste water. 

Section 303  mandates state water quality standards and total maximum 

daily loads of effluent. 

Section 301 allows qualified publicly-owned treatment facilities to 
discharge into coastal water without secondary treatment 

under certain conditions. 

Section 305 mandates state reporting on water quality in streams and 

coastal waters. 

Section 309  authorizes EPA to order violators to stop illegal discharges 
and do remedial work, to assess administrative penalties,

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and to enter court proceedings against violators. 

Section 314  mandates state reports on water quality in public lakes and 

on programs to restore lakes found to be polluted. 

Section 319 mandates state programs to control non-point source 
pollution.  EPA provides technical information, planning 

assistance, and financial aid to states in this matter. 

Section 320  establishes the National Estuary Program. 

Section 402  establishes the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination 
System (NPDES).  EPA, or states with a delegated 
program, issue NPDES permits to regulate discharge of 
pollutants from point sources, such as factories or large 
sewage treatment plants.  Stormwater discharge from 

developed sites is included. 

Section 404 (See EPA Wetlands Fact Sheet #8)  provides for regulation 
of discharge of dredged or fill material into waters of the 
U.S., including wetlands.  Activities typically regulated 
include filling sites for construction, conversion of 
wetlands for farming or development, and pipeline or 

roadway construction.   

 

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers issues permits for activities related to 
Section 404, based on EPA guidelines and frequently with EPA advice.  
The Corps District Offices cannot issue a permit opposed by EPA, the US 
Fish & Wildlife Service or the National Marine Fisheries Service, without 
higher level coordination and review.  EPA may oppose issuance of permits 
if use of a site would cause unacceptable harm to municipal water supplies, 
shellfish beds, fishery areas, wildlife, or recreational areas. 
 

EPA and Corps may seek civil or criminal penalties or restoration in 
dealing with 404 violations. 
 

Normal ongoing farming, ranching and forestry activities are exempt from 
Section 404 permit requirements.  If an activity involved a new use of a 
wetland and would result in impairment of flow or circulation of regulated 
waters, including wetlands, the activity would not be exempt.  Any 
discharge of dredged or fill material that would convert a wetland to an 
upland condition would not be exempt. 
 

COASTAL ZONE MANAGEMENT 

Under authority of the Coastal Zone Management Act (P.O. 92-583) and 
the Coastal Zone Act Reauthorization Amendments of 1990 (CZARA) 
(P.O. 101-508) EPA has oversight, with the National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), of State Coastal Non-point source 
control programs.  The Alabama Department of Conservation and Natural 
Resources, State Lands Division, Coastal Section and ADEM have State 
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responsibility in this regard. EPA and NOAA have published detailed 
guidelines for state programs to control nonpoint source pollution affecting 
coastal resources under CZARA Section 6217 guidelines consider 
agriculture, forestry, urban development, marinas and recreational boating, 
hydromodification, and protection of wetlands and stream banks. 
 

OTHER EPA PROGRAMS 

Gulf of Mexico Program 

The Gulf of Mexico Program is a non-regulatory program which was 
initiated in 1988, and is located at Stennis Space Center, Mississippi.  The 
purpose of the program is to facilitate wise stewardship of Gulf of Mexico 
resources.  Working committees have been formed in the areas of habitat 
degradation, marine debris, nutrient enrichment, toxics and pesticides, 
freshwater inflow, public health, public education and outreach, and data 
and information transfer.  Each committee is developing an action plan to 
identify issues, establish priorities, and promote interagency cooperation in 
achieving goals. 
 

EPA also administers programs concerned with ocean dumping, toxic 
substances control, pesticide registration, handling of wastes from ships and 
docks, environmental impacts of major federal actions or projects, technical 
assistance for owners of underground storage tanks, and other subjects.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service has responsibility for protecting 
migratory birds, threatened and endangered animal and plant species, 
anadromous fish, sports fisheries, and marine mammals.  The Service 
manages the National Wildlife Refuges and the National Fish Hatcheries as 
well as conducts the National Wetlands Inventory.  The Service reviews all 
proposed federal actions that may affect any stream or body of water with 
respect to endangered species and fish and wildlife habitat.  It shares federal 
responsibility for control of introduced nuisance aquatic species in wetlands 
and for several other environmental matters. 
 

The Service reviews all proposed federal actions that may affect species 
listed or proposed to be listed as endangered or threatened under Section 7 
of the Endangered Species Act (ESA).  The Service also issues permits for 
the take (killing or habitat destruction) of listed species by non-federal 
entities under Section 10 of the ESA and reviews water related  federal 
actions that may affect fish and wildlife habitat (Fish and Wildlife 
Coordination Act). The U.S. Geological Survey conducts research required 
to carry out U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service programs. 
 

CLEAN WATER ACT SECTION 402 PERMITS 

The Daphne office reviews applications for National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System (NPDES) permits in Alabama.  These permits are for 
point source pollutant discharges, such as outfalls from factories, sewage 
treatment facilities, or stormwater collection systems. 
 

CLEAN WATER ACT SECTION 404 PERMITS 

The Service reviews all applications submitted to the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers for Section 404 permits for placement of dredged or fill material 
in waters of the United States, including wetlands.  The Daphne office 
reviews applications for 404 permits in Baldwin and Mobile counties, and

THREATENED AND ENDANGERED SPECIES 

The Daphne Field Office works primarily with Sections 7 and 9 of the 
Endangered Species Act.  Section 7 is that portion of the Act which 
stipulates that all federal agencies must consult with the Service to insure 
that any action authorized, funded, or carried out by such agency is not 
likely to jeopardize the continued existence of any endangered species or 
threatened species or result in the destruction or adverse modification of 
habitat which has been previously determined to be critical.  The Daphne 
Field Office reviews all federal actions that may affect listed species in 
Alabama.   
 

The Daphne office also processes requests by non-federal interests (private, 
local governmental, state, or other entity) for the "take" of a listed species 
incidentally to the conduct of other legal activity (for example, take of an 
Alabama beach mouse while constructing a subdivision or condominium).  
Permits are issued through authority of Section 10 of the ESA by the 
Service’s Atlanta regional office and must include implementation of a 
Habitat Conservation Plan (HCP) that is designed to conserve listed species 
and other habitat.  HCPs are cooperatively developed by those seeking the 
Section 10 permit and the Daphne office.  All violations of the Act are 
handled by law enforcement personnel located in the Daphne office. 
 

MIGRATORY BIRDS 

The Daphne Field Office consults on federal activities that may impact 
migratory birds (Migratory Bird Treaty Act).  The Daphne or Auburn office 
handles violations of the Migratory Bird Treaty Act. 
 

COASTAL BARRIER RESOURCES ACT 

The Daphne Field Office's responsibilities and roles in administering the 
Coastal Barrier Resource Act of 1982 (CoBRA) include providing map 
interpretation and responding to inquiries regarding this act.  Most inquiries 
deal with the potential restrictions on Federal Flood Insurance and its 
implications for private property owners.  Consultations are carried out with 
federal agencies who are considering undertaking actions in units of the 
CBRA system.  Specifically, the Act restricts federally subsidized activities 
(such as issuance of Federal Flood Insurance) on designated Coastal Barrier 
Units. This Act not only provides an avenue for the protection of 
undeveloped barrier islands and subsequently their unique ecosystems, but 
also restricts the amount of federal funds that can be used in such high risk 
areas. 

ALABAMA COASTAL BIRDING TRAIL  

Following the existing highway system, the Alabama Coastal Birding Trail 
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stretches approximately 100 miles across the southwest part of Alabama, 
connecting a string of 50-plus birding sites in Baldwin and Mobile counties.  
The trail has increased nature tourism to the area, cultivating a conservation 
ethic and enhancing economic development. 
 

The Alabama Coastal Birding Trail project included designing a universally 
recognized sign for each site, preparing a comprehensive map, and 
expanding and/;or enhancing some sites. 
 

Several partners were involved and/or interested in planning the trail, 
including: Alabama Gulf Coast Convention and Visitor’s Bureau; Alabama 
Department of Conservation and Natural Resources, Wildlife and Fresh 
Water Fisheries Division; Division of State Parks; Alabama State Lands, 
Coastal Programs Office; City of Gulf Shores; Baldwin County 
Commission, Planning and Zoning Department; Mobile Convention and 
Visitor’s Bureau; and local birding groups such as The Audubon Society.  
Other organizations are joining in as the trail is advertised and communities 
learn about its potential.   
 

BON SECOUR NATIONAL WILDLIFE REFUGE .............. 540.7720  
Located 40 miles southeast of Mobile, on the Fort Morgan Peninsula in 
Baldwin County, is the 6,000 acre Bon Secour National Wildlife Refuge.  
Consisting of coastal lands ranging from constantly changing beach dunes 
to rolling pine-oak woodlands, the area is managed to protect and preserve 
these unique habitats and associated wildlife.  The refuge also serves as a 
living laboratory for students and scientists, and provides wildlife-oriented 
public recreation.  The name Bon Secour is French meaning safe harbor 
which is appropriate considering the sanctuary for native flora and fauna 
that the refuge provides.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
As a bureau of the U.S. Department of the Interior, the Minerals 
Management Service (MMS) is primarily responsible for the management 
of the mineral resources located on the nation's Outer Continental Shelf 
(OCS), collection of revenue from the Federal OCS and onshore Federal 
and Indian lands, and distribution of those revenues.  
 

In working to meet its responsibilities, the Offshore Minerals Management 
Program administers the OCS competitive leasing program and oversees the 
safe and environmentally sound exploration and production of our nation's 
offshore natural gas, oil, and other mineral resources. 
 

DETERMINATION OF FEDERAL AND STATE CONSISTENCY 

Pursuant to the Coastal Zone Reauthorization Amendments of 1990, all 
Federal activities, including OCS oil and gas lease sales, must be consistent 
to the maximum extent practicable with each affected State's Coastal Zone 
Management (CZM) program.  For OCS lease sale consistency 
determinations, MMS staff reviews the State's CZM program, analyzes 
potential impacts based primarily on the environmental impact statement 
for the proposed lease sale, and makes an assessment of consistency with 
the State's program.  The MMS submits a request for lease sale consistency 
determination to an affected State no later than 90 days before final sale 
date approval, unless a different schedule is agreed to by both parties.  Both 
Central and Eastern Gulf of Mexico lease sale Consistency Determination 
documents are submitted to the State of Alabama. 
 

An agency of a State with an approved CZM plan also reviews proposed 
development plans for existing leases to determine whether or not the 
activities to be conducted are consistent with the State's CZM plan.  The 
MMS sends copies of OCS plans of development and other environmental 
information to the designated State CZM agency.  That agency in Alabama 
is the Department of Environmental Management.  If a written CZM 
consistency concurrence by Alabama is received by MMS, they may then 
approve the permit.  If the State objects to the consistency certification, the 
applicant may appeal the State's objection to the U.S. Department of 
Commerce. 
 

The MMS's jurisdiction is the OCS seaward of State waters to the outer 
limits of the Exclusive Economic Zone, approximately 200 miles.

The National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) is responsible for 
protecting, restoring and enhancing marine fisheries and their associated 
habitats.  Coastal wetlands provide nursery, spawning and foraging habitat 
for close to 90 percent of all Gulf of Mexico commercial fish catches and 
70 percent of its recreational fishery resources. 
 

The Panama City, Florida, Branch Office of the Southeast Region Habitat 
Conservation Division is staffed by four biologists.  They provide technical 
advice and recommendations to federal and state agencies and to private 
individuals concerning expected impacts of water development activities 
upon marine and estuarine fisheries' habitat.  The local area of 
responsibility includes coastal Mississippi, Alabama, Florida and the U.S. 
Virgin Islands and Puerto Rico.  Primary assessment and reporting authority 
is provided by the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Act.  In 1990 alone, the 
office reviewed over 1,900 permit applications and proposals including 
navigation, flood control, and beach re-nourishment projects; dredge, fill 
and structural work in waters and wetlands; and applications for pollution 
discharges.

AGENCY DESCRIPTION 
The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) provides financial 
and technical assistance and public education on soil and water 
conservation. This assistance is provided through local soil and water 
conservation districts, which are independent subdivisions of state 
government. Each district is governed by a five member Board of 
Supervisors. Assistance is available to both urban and rural citizens.  NRCS 
specialists can provide advice on matters such as erosion control, gully 
rehabilitation, septic system location, alternative septage disposal systems 
(for example, constructed wetland systems), and wildlife habitat. It can 
advise farmers on all aspects of soil and water conservation. It manages a 
series of Plant Materials Centers which test plant species (including marsh 
plants) for erosion control and other conservation uses. 
 

The NRCS does not have direct regulatory authority, but provides technical 
advice to the Consolidated Farm Services Agency, the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service on some regulatory aspects of agricultural land use. 
 

SOIL SURVEYS AND RESOURCE INVENTORIES 

The Service cooperates with state and local governments in conducting a 
national resources inventory.  The inventory includes data on soil erosion, 
land use, land cover; 'prime' and other important farmland, conservation 
practices, conservation treatment needs, wetland systems, critical eroding 
areas, riparian areas, and other matters. 
 

NRCS conducts soil surveys in counties throughout the United States.  
Detail soil surveys for Mobile and Baldwin Counties are available for land 
users and planners through the local NRCS Field Offices. NRCS works 
with soil survey users on interpretative information of soils for various uses.

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The potentials and limitations of soils for specific uses are available in the 
soil survey publication and through the local NRCS staff.  This information 
is useful to city and county officials, land use planners, developers, 
contractors, builders, water quality planners, farmers, foresters and others. 
 

COST SHARING PROGRAMS 

The NRCS provides technical assistance on conservation practices in cost 
sharing programs of the U.S. Department of Agriculture.  An example is the 
Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) which offers cost 
sharing for soil, water and forestry conservation practices on agricultural 
land. The NRCS helps landowners determine where conservation practices 
are needed, prepare long-term conservation plans, and plans how to 
implement the conservation measures.  The NRCS then supervises and/or 
inspects the practice implementation. 
  
The 1990 Farm Act requires a detailed conservation plan for any farmland 
involved in USDA subsidy programs.  An estimated 50 - 60 percent of 
Baldwin County farms were affected by this provision in 1994. 
 

WETLANDS PROGRAMS 

The NRCS collaborates with the Army Corps of Engineers, the 
Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service in 
wetlands delineation.  It has the lead in wetland delineation on agricultural 
lands.  The NRCS provides technical advice to the Farm Services Agency 
on wetlands aspects of its programs.  This advice includes inspection of 
benefiting farmlands for compliance with federal regulations regarding 
wetlands, erosion control, water quality, and endangered species. The 
agency provides detailed soil surveys for marsh management plans, tests 
plants for wetland protection and restoration, and assists landowners in 
developing conservation plans for wetlands.   
 

ASSISTANCE TO STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT 

The NRCS gives technical advice to state and local government on urban 
erosion, flooding, and on protection of 'prime', important, and unique lands.
